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Health & Safety
Safety is a cornerstone of Girl Scouting and we will 
continue to put the health and safety of our campers 
and volunteers first throughout the summer camp 
season.

Volunteers Needed!
Volunteers are needed during camp, whether all 
week or just a few days. If you are able to help at 
camp, please complete the Adult Volunteer form. 
You will be contacted with further information.  
Adult volunteers who help with camp will receive a 
discount off one girl’s camp fee. The three discount 
tiers are listed below. Volunteers will recieve the one 
highest discount they qualify for. (For example, if 
they help with two non-Day Camp days and volun-
teer for five days of camp, they will receive only the 
third tier.)

Discount Tier 2 Volunteer 3 camp days:  
Receive $25 off one girl’s registration plus a free 
camp shirt. 
Discount Tier 3 Volunteer 5 days and the overnight: 
Receive $30 off one girl’s registration plus a free 
camp shirt.

Cadette and Teen regis-
tration DOES NOT qualify to receive a discount off a 
sibling’s camp fee.

Cadette/Teen Volunteer Option
Please complete the Volunteer Registration Form 
AND the Cadette/Teen Volunteer Form for any scout 
wishing to volunteer. 
Cadettes and Teen scouts who volunteer at Day 
Camp qualify for the Service to Girl Scouts award. 
Cadettes may choose to volunteer during Day Camp. 
There is a $45 fee for Cadette volunteers, which 
includes meals and supplies on Thursday and Friday. 
Teen Girl Scouts who have aged out of camp may 
volunteer Monday-Wednesday. There is a $20 fee 
to help cover the cost of their shirt, fun patch, and 
Service to Girl Scouts pin. Teen Girl Scouts may opt 
to participate in the Adventure Day and overnight 
for an additional $0. All volunteers receive a shirt if 
registration is received on time. 

Tag-a-longs
Tags are the kids of adult volunteers and are wel-
come to camp Monday thru Wednesday. The fee for 
Tags is $20 to cover the cost of the shirt, crafts, and 
snacks. They must be at 3-5 years old at the start of 
camp and potty trained. There is a unit specifically 
for Tags. Any girl Tags who stay with an older unit 
must pay the cost of that unit.
